Experience the Nyoongar Ngundabut 
(Nyoongar way of life) as you join 
our Nyoongar guide in re-creating 
some of the traditional hunting and 
gathering techniques from a bygone 
age, including using spears and 
boomerangs.  Don some customary 
clothing and adorn yourself in 
preparation for a hunt or ceremony.  Then, gather around and listen 
to stories about the importance of the Woodman Point area to 
Aboriginal people. 
What to bring: Water, weather-appropriate clothing, sunscreen, hat 
and camera.

Ramble with a Ranger
Do you have what it takes to manage a 
national, marine or regional park? Learn 
the tricks of the trade as you join a real 
DEC ranger to get an insight into the 
range of tasks that are required. You will 
be surprised with what their day entails.
Learn about national park maintenance, how to use a two-way radio, 
read a map and navigate using a compass.  Take a look at a fire truck 
and learn about how a bushfire moves before finishing the afternoon 
off with a hands-on animal encounter.  It’s all in a day’s work for a 
ranger!
What to bring: Water, hearty lunch, sturdy footwear, weather- 
appropriate clothing, sunscreen, hat and camera.
Note: Parents drop off children for this activity.

Swamp Dweller’s Discovery
Join us as we search for some fascinating 
swamp dwellers.
